HISTORY
The Mystic Krewe of Aquarius was organized in 1985 to perpetuate Mardi Gras revelry on Galveston Island. 

 The Krewe is the second oldest carnival organization on the Island boasting a very active membership of 175. Two  
original charter members who remain with the Krewe today are Merlin L. Lidstone and his son Johnny M. Lidstone.

Aquarius is well known for their many fundraising events during the year including the annual “Brisket Sale” featuring their own cooking 
team. The annual USO show showcases the multi talented Krewe members each year. The Krewe owns it’s own fleet of 10 floats which 
are under the supervision of 20 appointed float captains who oversee the construction and decorating of the theme decorated floats.
